
Camping Rules at Griffin Park

Recreational vehicles/Camper Trailers 

 
 

Welcome to Griffin Park campground!   
 
Recreation vehicles (RV’s) and camper trailers must park in one of the 16 allotted spaces, one camper per 
site.  Fee per night (May 1 to October 31) is $25/night.  Camping fee from (November 1 to April 30) is 
$16/night.  The City does not take reservations.  This is a first come, first serve campground.  Upon arrival, 
take envelope from black mailbox located under the campground rules sign.  Follow directions on how to 
pay, place payment in lock box above the mailbox. Length of stay is limited to fourteen (14) days then you 
must vacate the campground. Camping privileges may be revoked by the City based upon violation of City 
ordinances and/or validated complaints. 
 
There shall be NO tent camping at the Griffin Park campground. 

Tent camping for special events at other locations within the City of Pierre Park system will need 

authorization from the Division Director of Parks and Recreation. 

Camp sites have 30 and 50 amp power. A dump station with water is located on site.  Restrooms with 

showers are located east of the tennis courts. You may dump waste in winter months but water is off and 

restroom closed November 1 to May 1. No camp fires allowed.  Place trash in receptacles.  Campground is 

patrolled daily.  If you have additional questions you may reach the Director of Parks and Recreation at 

773-2527 or the Parks Superintendent at 773-7437.
